D Proof of identification— for example, a photocopy of your passport/driving licence

How long will it take to switch my account?
It may take up to 28 days to get you registered after we get your fully completed application.

What happens if | don’t send everything in?
If anything is missing, the date your new Feed-in Tariff can start will be delayed, and we’'ll also need a new meter reading to get your
account up and running.
